HPBA Releases ‘03 BBQ Shipment Stats

PBA released annual

shipment estimates for

barbecue grills, char-
coal, and cooking wood for the
12 months ending June 30,
2003 at its Manufacturers
Meeting, Nov. 10-11.

According to the estimates,

total grills shipped in North
America declined 7% in the 12-
month period ending June 30,
2003 from the same period in
2002. Charcoal grill shipments
declined slightly, while gas grill
shipments declined more sub-
stantially. Electric grill ship-

ments increased during the
period, but continue to represent
a small proportion of total grill
shipments. Charcoal briquette
shipments increased and lump
charcoal and cooking wood
shipments also increased during
this time period.

Firms that participate in
HPBA's estimation of shipment
levels receive a complete and
detailed report. Others will be
able to view less detailed ship-
ment statistics on the HPBA
web site at www.hpba.org -
before the end of the year.



BBQ Consumer Research Now Available

PBA's 2003 HPBA

Barbecue Lifestyle,

Usage, and Attitude
Study has been completed in the
regional format and will be
available to MAHPBA members
in the near future. This study
has been conducted every other
year for almost two decades,
and the 2003 results were
presented at the HPBA Manu-
facturers Meeting, Nov. 10-11.
This is the first time regional

usage data has been made
available.

According to the study, more
than 7 of 10 U.S. households
(72%) own a grill or smoker.
This is a slight decline from the
76% two years ago. LP gas grills
remain the most popular type
owned by households in the
U.S. (63%). Charcoal grills are
second in terms of popularity
among U.S. households (47%).
